Notes on developing your essay:

Each "ARGUMENT" becomes a claim for a CEAL paragraph.  

You may have up to 4 pieces of evidence for each argument;  remember that you must discuss ("analyze" -- the A in CEAL) the evidence and tie it to your argument to support the thesis.  

Use the accordion paper format to build your essay with introduction, body, conclusion.
